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1. Thoroughly clean the surface of the counter to be drilled.



Installation
of the washbasir:
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2. Trace the dimensions of the holes to be drilled in the counter.

Measure the space required for the installation of the drain and
faucet.

3. Cut the opening using a jigsaw. Use a soft cloth between the
surface of the counter and the saw to not damage or scratch the
counter.

Make sure you have the necessary space under the counter for the
drain and the piping.

4. Apply plumber's putty along the inside edge under the washbasin.
Place the washbasin in the desired location. Press firmly to spread
the sealant and immediately wipe off the excess with a damp cloth.

5. Let the putty dry for a few hours before connecting the water
supply and drain pipes.
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6. Install the faucet and drain following the instructions provided.
Tighten the drain carefully to the washbasin to avoid breaking the
